Why is this program being implemented? Districtffstaas been researching the
possibility of an elementary second language ietivnal program for several years,

because of the benefits to students for studyisgend language. Recent Community
Conversations conducted by the school district handicated that an elementary

language program is a priority for many parentsur €chool district is committed to

providing a world class education for our studeamd like most of the rest of the world;

this includes the opportunity to be exposed torliedy a second language.

Research, highlighted by the Northeast RegionaktBiilon Laboratory (December 2000),
listed these benefits for early language learning:

. Early-start language learning improves cognitivilssknd academic
performance. Foreign language study contributésdm development and
overall learning in problem-solving, aptitude, arnthanced skills in English. The
research also concludes that “Foreign languagey staels not detract from
progress in other subjects” (NREL, 2000).

Early-start language learning opens doors to atbkures. Broadening students’
global outlook is an important goal for young leamin an increasingly
interdependent world.

Early-start language learning contributes to ddiig ability to communicate.
Early language learners see language as a toalade range of educational and
career opportunities.

Why Spanish? Spanish was selected because oW #iakality of quality instructional
materials at all 7 elementary grade levels (K-&) #re availability of facilitators familiar
with the language. Elementary Spanish instruasonewed as an open door for students
to make decisions about continuing to pursue Spami®ther languages at junior high or
high school.

KANSAS NEW IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS
FOR 2009-2010 SCHOOL YEAR IN ADDITION TO
VACCINES CURRENTLY REQUIRED:

1.)Tdap ( Adult Tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis (whoopng cough)will be
requiredfor students who are 11yrs. old on or before Sept™ 2009 and there
has been at least 2 yrs. since their last DTap ( @tthood Diphtheria,
tetanus, pertussis) shot.

2.)New KDG students starting in 2009-2010 school yeamrequire 2 doses of
Varicella (chickenpox) vaccine who have not had higry of the
diseasqgRecommended for all who have not had histonhefdisease)

3.)Varicella-1 dose required for £ grade through 9" gradeif they do not have
history of the disease, two doses are recommended.

4.)If a student has history of Varicella (chickenpox)parental history will no
longer be acceptable starting in the 2009-2010 satigyear. Physician
signature stating history of disease or lab documeation will be required.

5.)Preschool (early childhood): Hepatitis B 3doses, Hi(Haemophilus
influenza) up to 3 doses depending on age child mived ' dose, PCV7
(Pneumococcal conjugate) up to 4 doses dependingwhat age child
received £' dose. Both Hib and PCV7 are not routinely recommeated for
persons older than 59 mos. of age.

6.) Hepatitis B-3 doses-required for early childhood though 9" grade.

Many students have receive these immunizations aldy and documentation from a
State Immunization card (like the Kansas pink immurnzation record) or a copy of
immunizations from the child’s doctor’s chart will be acceptable. | cannot accept
records that parents have kept on their own or in &ident’s baby book.

This may seem a bit confusing, but I will help yart through these new requirements if
you have questionsgnforming you of these new requirements now, will how for
ample time for you to get your child’s records fromthe doctor and get him/her up to
date for the next school year.
