All secondary grades complete enroliment online during second semester. It is important for parents to at-
tend our enrollment meetings to learn how to access the enrollment program. We encourage families to sit
down together to complete the enroliment requests. After a specific date, the program will no longer be avail-
able to parents and students. Any changes from that point on will need to be done by our guidance counsel-
ors.

School counselors perform a variety of functions at Indian Trail. Their first duty is to be available for students
who wish to discuss issues in private. Students wishing to take advantage of this opportunity should make an
appointment with a counselor, or have a pass from a teacher. Parents are also welcome to talk to counselors
about any concerns regarding their children. In addition, counselors maintain up-to-date academic files for
each student and encourage the use of those files by appropriate personnel. The counselors also work with
all students regarding information about educational and career opportunities. Based on student interests
and needs, counselors guide students in their choices of courses at school.

Teaming

Indian Trail asks students to wear a t-shirt and shorts for PE. We will be
offering a t-shirt and shorts, $10 each, for sale at registration or from the
front office. While we do not require you to purchase this uniform, we do
notice that most students want to be wearing the same clothes for PE.
I That way they feel like they belong to the group, and feel more comfort-
"able in class. Be sure to clearly ma

nent marker in a prominent place on the uniform. Students can easily mix
up their clothes with others, so having their name on it makes it easy to
find the true owner of a stray shirt or pair of shorts.

Visitors

For the safety of students and staff, all visitors to the building (including parents), must check in at the front
office where they will receive a visitor badge. If you would like to shadow your student outside of our typical
parent visit day we ask that you contact an administrator to make these arrangements before the day of your
visit. You will notice that we have a secure entrance where all school day visitors must pass through the of-
fice in order to enter the school building. All outside doors are locked during the school day except the front
doors. School-age visitors are not allowed during the school day.
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Health and Medication Information

The middle level medication policy is slightly different than the elementary school pol-
i cy. Controlled substances, I|ike daily
note and parent permission, and can only be given to the student by the nurse.

Over the counter medications have a different policy. Medications such as Tylenol,
Advil, cough drops and so on may be carried and self-administered by the student. All
medication is to be carried in its original container. A limited supply of over-the-
counter medication is available for student purchase from the health room. It will be
given only in the health room and only upon verbal or written consent from the parent or guardian. At no time
is a student allowed to give another student any form of medication, including over the counter medications.

This complete medication policy can be found on the Olathe District Calendar that is distributed at registration
to all student households.

Annual vision and hearing screenings are typically completed in the fall. You will be contacted if your child
does NOT pass the screenings. If you have any questions about health issues or medication policy, please
feel free to call our nurse, Mrs. Morris, at 780-7230.

Lunch Information

Our school lunch program is under the umbrella of the Kansas School Lunch Program that participates in the
federal commodity use and milk program. Meals are planned to supply the daily requirements for a school
lunch. If your family has financial challenges, you might want to consider filling out a free and reduced lunch
form to see if you qualify for help with the cost of lunch.

The lunch period is completely closed, which means that students may not leave property to have lunch. Stu-
dents may eat the regular lunch, a salad, or bring their own sack lunch. Milk, water, and other drinks may
also be purchased. Students lunches are $2.25 for the 2010-2011 year. Adult lunches are $2.90.

If a parent wants to bring lunch to their student or wants to eat with their student we will have a room set
aside for this outside of the cafeteria.

We also offer breakfast for our students from 7:30 to 7:45 in the morning. Items are individually priced. Stu-
dents who are on free and reduced lunch can also get free or reduced price breakfast.

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Academic FAQOSs

Will my child have homework?  Yes, your child will have homework of some type every day. This work
may not come in the form of an assignment. However, there may be reading, reviewing, or researching that
they could be doing. All of our students are required to carry a book to read, and we encourage them to read
at home as well. There is always a test looming in the near future in some class that your student can begin
to prepare for.

How do | know what assignments my child has? Many teachers have websites that list the weekly as-
signments and long-term projects. It is also a requirement for students to write down their assignments in

their agendas for every class. This is also a good way for you to know what your students are learning in

their classes. You should sign up for AParent Acces
ments and grades.

How do | get my child to bring home their agendas and textbooks? Many parents require their children
to spend thirty minutes to an hour every day in some form of study time at home, whether they bring their
books home or not. Typically they eventually bring something home because they know they are going to
have to sit there anyway. If they still will not bring home their supplies, set up a conference with us. We can
help in many ways.

Most evenings there is an administrator in the building until 4:30 p.m. Many evenings there is some type of
activity going on at the school which would mean the school is open. So please feel free to come with your
student to retrieve their supplies if you need to.

How do | know what is going on in the school? We send a newsletter home once a month. This newslet-
ter is posted on our website. We periodically send out postcards and fliers for important upcoming events.
Our calendar of events is posted on our website. The Indian Trail website is http://
schools.olatheschools.com/indiantrail/ . We also send Cougar Alerts over the phone to our Indian Trail par-
ents about important upcoming events.

Bus Transportation & First Student

Bussing in the Olathe District Schools is provided at no additional charge for middle
level students who live at least 2.5 miles away from the front door of the building.
Those who live within 1.5 7 2.5 miles may ride the bus by paying a fee. Students may
sign up for bus transportation at fall enrollment or by calling the bus company at any
time.

Bussing is provided as a service to the students of Indian Trail. It is a privilege, not a right. Students are ex-
pected to follow the directions of the bus driver and exhibit ordinary courtesy with each other on the bus. The
bus is an extension of the classroom. Students are expected to behave as if they were in the school building.
Therefore, students should follow the directions of the bus driver and any other supervisors, keep the noise at
a low and reasonable level, and keep arms and hands inside the bus.
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Attendance

School begins at 7:50 AM and ends at 3:10 PM. We need students to arrive at school by 7:40 in order to get
to their lockers and to class on time. Indian Trail Middle School is open to students at 7:30. Teachers are
available to students at this time. Students may go to their lockers, the library, or their first hour class. A
warning bell will ring at 7:45 to alert the students to move to their classrooms. All students should be in their
first hour class by 7:50, seated and ready to learn. For safety reasons, once students arrive on school
property, it is required that they enter the building and remain until 3:10 unless checked out by a par-

ent. The administration discourages the arrival of students prior to 7:30 as there is no supervision

available. If students arrive before this time, they may take a seat in the commons until 7:30.

All students should clear the building by 3:30, unless under the direct supervision of a teacher.

Absences

We are always concerned about absences because when students are not at school they are losing important
instructional time. Please use the long-term calendar to schedule dentist, orthodontic and doctor appoint-
ments on non school days to the extent that is possible.

Please notify the attendance clerk at 780-7244 to report a student absent, and to inform us of the reason for

the absence. When no parent call has been received, the attendance secretary will attempt to call the home

or place of employment. Students returning to school when no parent contact has been made should present

a parental note giving reason, days absent, and have
students report to the front office for an admit slip. Absences are recorded as unexcused until a parent con-

tact has been made.

Dress Code Information

Dress or appearance that is likely to cause disruption of the educational process or create a health or safety
concern will be considered inappropriate. School authorities do reserve the prerogative to counsel students
regarding their manner of dress and grooming.

Students who are dressed inappropriately will be asked to change clothes before they at-
tend class or school activities.

The following provides a guide for dress and appearance:

e State law requires students to wear shoes while at school.

¢ Clothing which is excessively cut, ripped, or torn is inappropriate.
e Chains or spikes are prohibited.

e Hats, hoodies, scarves, bandanas, hoods, hairnets, and other headgear are not to be
worn in the building.

o Costume attire will only be permitted on specially designated days.
e Winter outerwear, such as bulky coats, hats, gloves must be left in the locker during the school day.

e Inappropriate articles of clothing may include, but are not limited to the following: clothing with vulgar, pro-
fane, racially or ethnically derogatory messages, pictures, or symbols, gang affiliation, illegal substances,
tobacco or alcoholic beverages.

¢ Exposed undergarments, pajamas, and/or house slippers are inappropriate.
e Shorts, skirts, dresses, and shirts of inappropriate length and /or fit are a distraction.

e Clothing that is deemed suggestive as to be a distraction to student learning may include the following:
shirts or tops that do not cover the midriff, back or chest area (no spaghetti straps, tube tops, halter tops,
tops with straps over only one shoulder, and or tops that are low cut enough to reveal cleavage).
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
