Counselor’s Corner: Helping Kids “Chill Out!”

“I really worry about my child.  

She’s a great kid most of the time, 
but boy does she have a temper!  
She gets so worked up when she’s 
mad, I’m afraid she is going to get 

in serious trouble.”   
 
We know anger is a powerful 

emotion, but it is also natural, 
normal, and not necessarily 
negative.  However, we also 

know coping with intense feel-
ings is not easy!  In K-3 guid-
ance we have been addressing 

anger while the upper grades 
are starting to discuss thoughts 
about transition to a new grade 

level and/or new building. 
 
Our goal while talking about 

anger is to instruct ways to be 
calm by helping the children 
learn anger management skills.  

The main concepts revolve 
around anger triggers, anger 
management skills, and commu-

nications skills.  There are many 

tips that can be taught to re-
duce angry behaviors, but I’ll 
include just a few here, which 
Michelle Borba, Ed.D. suggests 

in her book, No More Misbe-
havin’. 

Use self-talk.  Teach 
positive messages to 
say to him/herself.  For 

example; ―Stop and 
calm down,‖  ―I can 
handle this,‖ or ―Do I 

want to get in trouble 
over this?‖ 

Teach breath con-

trol.  Inhale slowly to 
a count of five, pause 
for two counts, then 

slowly exhale the same 
way. 

Teach 1+3+10.  This 

formula implies three 
things:  One, stop and 
tell yourself to be 

calm.  Three, take 

three deep, slow 

breaths.  Finally, count 
slowly to ten inside 
your head.  Put them 
together and you have 

1+3+10, which allows 
time to gain control 
before hitting or saying 

something regrettable. 
 

Sometimes kids are surprised 

to realize they aren’t ―angry,‖ 
but rather ―frustrated,‖ or 
―agitated.‖  Changing behaviors 

takes work, practice, and rein-
forcement.  Be sure to ac-
knowledge your child’s pro-

gress in his/her effort to man-

age their emotions!

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From the Nurse’s Office 
Spring is allergy season.  

About 30 percent of the 
United States population is 
affected by allergies each 
year.  Seasonal allergies are 

rare in children under the 
age of five, but can develop 
at any time.  As a parent, 

how are you to know if 
your child is experiencing 
seasonal allergies? 

 
According to the Asthma, 
Allergy and Immunology 

doctors at Children’s 
Mercy, the main symptoms 
of allergies are sneezing, 

runny nose with clear 
drainage, and itchy, watery 
eyes.  Allergy symptoms 

are often difficult to discern 
from the early part of a 
cold, but a cold will typi-

cally progress to discolored 
nasal drainage, productive 
cough, and may have a fe-

ver.  If your child seems to 
get a ―cold‖ at the same 
time each year, it may be 
allergies. 

 
There are three main sea-
sons for allergies: Spring 

(March and April) is tree 
pollen season; Early Sum-
mer (May and June) is grass 

pollen season; and Fall 

(August and September) is 
weed season – mainly rag-
weed.  Molds tend to be 
present from April through 

October.  The only way to 
know for sure what your 
child is allergic to is to have 

them tested.   
 
So what can you do to help 

your child, if they are  
experiencing seasonal aller-
gies?  According to Dr. 

Portnoy at Children’s 
Mercy, the best treatment 
is avoidance.  "If you know 

what you’re allergic to ... 
then avoid going outside 
when that count is high," 

Portnoy says, referring to 
the mold and pollen counts 
taken each day at Chil-

dren’s Mercy.  The daily 
count is published in the 
Kansas City Star, is avail-

able at other media outlets 
and can be accessed by 
calling the hospital’s allergy 
hotline at 346-1331 Mon-

day through Friday.   Al-
though you may want to 
open the house to let in the 

fresh Spring air, this may 
aggravate allergy symptoms.  
Running the air conditioner 

will help filter out pollen 

from your household air.  
Frequent vacuuming with a 
HEPA filter may also help 
reduce allergens inside. 

 
Over-the-counter antihista-
mines can also be helpful in 

controlling your child’s 
symptoms.  Several non-
sedating, 24-hour options 

are now available without a 
prescription.  Consult your 
doctor, nurse, or pharma-

cist if you have questions 
about over-the-counter 
antihistamines for your 

child.  If your child does not 
respond to antihistamine 
treatment, your doctor 

may be able to add another 
medication or nasal spray. 
 

If your child’s symptoms 
are severe, do not respond 
to treatment, or last more 

than a couple of months 
out of the year, your doc-
tor may recommend you 
see an allergist.  An allergist 

can conduct testing to de-
termine the exact sub-
stances your child is allergic 

to, and can use other treat-
ments, such as allergy 
shots.
