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The Kansas State Assessments in Reading and Math will be starting March 1st

and continuing through April 15th. Each student in Grades 3-6, will take a total
of SIX state assessments; three for reading and three for math. Since a large
portion of your child’s success on these assessments is dependent upon the

mental state he/she is in, we encourage you to find out when your child’'s

teacher has their assessment scheduled so you can visit with him/her about

proper test preparation. Listed below are some test-taking tips you may want to

go over with your child previous to each assessment.

Classroom Updates

Have A Positive Attitude - Approach the test the way you'd approach a jigsaw
puzzle. It might be tough, but you can do it! A positive attitude goes a long
way towards success!

Get To Bed Early The Night Before - Early to bed, early to rise, makes a
Sunnyside student healthy, wealthy, and wise!

Go Back And Check Your Work -  Not so fast!
Remember, when you’re done with your test, you need
to take some time to look back over the answers that
you selected. If there were any questions you weren’t
sure about, take some additional time to really make a
good, thought out decision.
